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Welcome to our newsletter, which aims to keep you up to date with what is happening on our site.

What we are building

A new secondary school, sports hall and associated external
facilities to provide much needed additional school places for
local residents.

The school, which includes a 6% Form, will open in September
2019. This is a free school, funded directly by the Department
for Education, and operated by an approved provider, the
Laurus Trust.

Recent progress

The design of the new school continues to develop in line with
programme, with recent design works concentrating on
drainage and steel frame.

On site we have seen site establishment, with the BAM site
offices, welfare unit and car park being installed. Arboricultural
and ecological enabling works have been carried out, allowing
the site to be stripped and stoned up to required levels. Piling
foundation works and installation of the surface water
attenuation tank are ongoing, whilst we fabricate the steel
cages for pile caps and ground beams in readiness for the next
stage of substructure works.

What’s next?

The next quarter will see us completing piling/substructure
works, erecting the steel frame structure and casting the upper
floor concrete floor slabs.

Drainage works will be carried out around the building
perimeter and below the building footprint, once the steel frame
permits this, allowing ground floor concrete slabs to be
progressively cast.

Roofing and building fagade works are planned to commence
in late September as we start the process of making the
structure watertight.

Deliveries to site, and wagons removing spoil from site,
continue to utilise The Avenue for access/egress. Parking for
all construction related vehicles is now accommodated on site,
helping to minimise disruption in the surrounding area, and full
time security cover is also now in place.
